It was inspiring to see my stu-
dents sitting with these sweet elemen-
tary students, opening gifts, reading 
books, and singing carols together.  

The bus ride heading to the 
elementary school was always loud, 
boisterous, and festive.  All the way 
there, our students sang carols at the 
top of their lungs. They nearly ex-
ploded with anticipation, clutching 

their bags of full of presents, knowing 
they were about to make Christmas 

dreams come true. Everything that 
our students anticipated became a 
reality as our bus pulled in and they 
were greeted by those impossibly 
adorable 5, 6, and 7 year-olds. As 
our students spent the day with 
those children, something began 
to change.  Our students began to 
feel the weight of poverty that these 
sweet elementary children carried 
with them everyday.  In contrast to 

the raucous journey to the elementary 
school, the bus ride home was always 
quiet and solemn. 

I always looked forward to that 
quiet ride home; our students staring 
out windows, or at the floor, full of 
contemplation, but one trip home 
stands out to me above the others:  I 
was sitting near the front of the bus, 
when a young woman came forward 
and tapped my shoulder.  She ex-
plained that a girl in the back of the 
bus needed some help.  I quickly 
made my way to the back of the bus 
and found a young woman shaking 
and crying.  I knelt by her and asked 
if she was alright.  Through heavy 
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sobs, she looked at me and held up her 
index finger, asking for a moment to 
collect herself.  After a few moments, 
she wiped her tears with the cuff of 
her sleeve and spoke in a whisper. I 
will never forget her words, or the 
earnest look on her face.  She said, “I 
have everything, and these children 
have nothing.” 

Amid our season greetings and 
gifts, our expressions of gratitude and 
love, our songs and heralding of good 
times to come, let us search out those, 
not far from our own homes and fes-
tivities, for whom the season may feel 
less bright. Let us make it brighter. 
The recognition that they could and 
should look outside of themselves and 
serve others in need changed my stu-
dents’ lives. It changed my life. May 
this season spark in all of us a desire 
to give of ourselves more freely. May 
gratitude for our “everything” turn our 
hearts outward, so that all within our 
reach can greet the new year with far 
more than “nothing.”
